National Match Report 
January 4, 2009             
 
The January 2009, OVGC Highpower Rifle Match was attended by eleven shooters under 
conditions that were initially very cold but warmed as the sun rose.  The temperature at OVGC at 
7am on the day of the shoot was in the low to mid twenties!  The match was the standard 80 
round, “Across The Course” NRA highpower format.  High score for this match was from Brian 
Fischer, Match Rifle with a 774-20X, using a special Gary Eliseo tube gun.  Second was Robert 
Coffey with 742-14X using an AR15 service rifle, with third going to young Matt Chezem with 
706-9X, also using an AR15. 
 
 



 

 

Several shooters chose to shoot the 50 round format and high score in that category was 
achieved by Alan Harker, with 479-13X.  The early morning cold seem to make for a slow start 
for some shooters, and the winds were never really a significant factor.  Overall, another great 
day was had by all at the OVGC in beautiful Rose Valley. 
 
The February 1st, 2009 match will be the 60 round, 600 yard Medium Range course-of-fire, with 
unlimited sighting shots.  Any type of high power rifle (no .50 BMG please) are welcome to 
participate. 
 
The March 2009 match will alternate back to the 80 round across-the-course discipline (just like 
the National Matches at Camp Perry).  Course of fire will be 200 yard offhand, slow fire (20 rds); 
200 yards seated, rapid fire(20 rds); 300 yards prone, rapid fire (20 rds); and, 600 yards prone, 
slow fire (20 rds).  Dust off that old service rifle (1903 Springfield, M1 Garand, M1A, AR15, etc.) 
and come up and join the National Match Highpower shooters for the fun.  The matches are open 
to both members and non-members.  New shooters or beginners in the high power discipline are 
welcomed and encouraged.

The event features two courses of fire similar to the 
highpower rifle standing and John C. Garand courses of fire that will be shot on reduced 
highpower 200 and 600 yard targets on 10-meter ranges with air rifles. There will be three 
rifle classes, sporter, match/precision and AR-type air rifle. The CMP is conducting a test 
match at the Camp Perry Marksmanship Center on 10 January. The CMP invites both 
experienced highpower shooters and recreational air gun shooters to try the 10 January 
test match and provide feedback to assist in finalizing the rules. The CMP has produced 
10-bull paper AR-SR and AR-MR targets that will be on display, together with some 
industry prototype AR style air rifles.
