Ojai Valley Gun Club National Match Report 
September 6, 2009 
 
The September 2009, OVGC Highpower Rifle Match had 16 shooters under sunny and warm 
conditions.  This month’s contest was an 80 round across-the-course (“XTC”) match, with rounds 
fired from varying distances at of 200, 300 and 600s yard.  High score for the Match Rifle class came 
from Brian Fisher, with a 777-19X, followed by Mike Miller with 754-21X.  In the Service Rifle class, 
current California State Service Rifle Champion Nile Ragusin was on top with a 750-12X, followed by 
Robert Coffey with a score of 734-7X.  Overall, shooting conditions were good, though the wind 
picked up somewhat late in the match, in time for everyone to move back to the 600 yard stage.  
Even with the breeze, some very good 600 yard scores were achieved.   
 
The October match will be a regular 600 yard Medium Range “club event”, shooting 60 rounds for 
score over three 20 round stages of fire, with unlimited sighting shots.  All center rifle types and 
sight/scope arrangements are welcome (per NRA Highpower Rifle contest rules, only calibers .34 
and under please).  The match is open to members ($5) and all non-members ($15). 
 
The November match will be an NRA Approved 600 yard, 60 round, Medium Range contest.  Mid-
Range 600 yard shooting is a separate NRA classification from 200-300-600 XTC contests.  Check 
the OVGC website, under National Match for further detail on the NRA Approved matches.  The 
December match will be a club 80 round XTC contest, open to members ($5) and all non-members 
($15). 
 
Dust off the old service rifle (1903 Springfield, M1 Garand, M1A, AR15, etc.), or that “tricked out” 
match rifle and come up and join the National Match Highpower shooters for a fun day on the range.  
The matches are open to both members and non-members.  New shooters or beginners in the 
highpower discipline are welcomed and encouraged.  We hope to see you there.  Look for detailed 
fliers with information on all OVGC Highpower matches on the Club website, under “National Match”.
