Ojai NRA Approved Match – December 2 

 
 The December Ojai highpower rifle event was an 80 shot Regional Course NRA 
Approved Match.  The event was held as an opportunity for Club members to shoot a 
full-up match and to improve their NRA competitor ratings.  The weather was very 
threatening the day before, but was cold and clear for the match.  The thermometer read 
30 degrees when the group of 10 competitors assembled at 7:30 to sign in and set up. 
 We had 5 club members and 5 quests compete in the match with one of the 
guests, Kevin Beatty, being a US Army member on his last day of leave before reporting 
back in for service.  Three of the competitors had technical problems and were unable to 
complete, but we did have 7 shooters for the full competition.  Nile Ragusin won the 
match and the first place prize money, by carrying nearly every position.  Second place 
finisher, Alan Harker, managed to just squeak by Nile with a 196-5X in the 20shot rapid 
fire prone portion of the match.  Both Nile and Alan fired AR-15 Service Rifles.  Third 
place finisher Brian Fisher used a Remington 700 match rifle. 
 The January Match will be a 600 yard prone event (60 shots).  February and 
March will both be across the course regional style matches, with the March 2 event 
being the second of our NRA Approved tournaments.  This one will be advertised in the 
NRA Shooting Sports USA magazine and will hopefully draw a larger group of shooters.
